Using the Operator’s manual

The operating manual is an important part of your pressure
washer. It should be read thoroughly before initial use, and
referred to often to make sure adequate safety and service
concerns are being addressed.

Reading the owner’s manual thoroughly will help avoid any
personal injury or damage to your machine. The information
in this manual will offer you the most effective tools for
cleaning as well as the safest practices. By knowing how best
to operate this machine, you will be better positioned to show
others who may also operate the unit.

This manual is placed in order starting from the safety
requirements to the operating functions of your machine. You
can refer back to the manual at any time to help troubleshoot
any specific operating functions, so store it with the machine
at all times.

Notice

Actual pressure released at the point of discharge may vary
by machine due to multiple factors including: Volume of water
being fed to the machine by the water source, the inclusion

of a chemical injector in the line, or variations in engine
performance.

B POWER CORD CONNECTION

A WARNING

Risk of electrocution.
This unit must be connected to a properly

grounded outlet.

e DO NOT use an adapter or remove the third grounding
prong.

e To reduce the risk of electrocution, keep all connections
dry and off the ground.

e DO NOT touch plug with wet hands.

1. Make sure the motor switch is in the “OFF” position.

2. Ensure the electrical supply is identical to the specifications
listed on the pressure washer data plate.

3. GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS: This product must be
grounded. If it should malfunction or breakdown, grounding
provides a path of least resistance for electric current to
reduce the risk of electric shock.

This product is equipped with a cord that has an equipment-
grounding conductor. The plug must be plugged into an
appropriate outlet that is properly installed and grounded in
accordance with all local codes and ordinances.

4. DANGER: Improper connection of the equipment-grounding
conductor can result in a risk of electrocution. Check with a
qualified electrician or service personnel if you are in doubt as
to whether the outlet is properly grounded. Do not modify the
plug - if it will not fit the outlet, have a proper outlet installed
by a qualified electrician. Do not use any type of adaptor with
this product.

5. GROUND FAULT CIRCUIT INTERRUPTER PROTECTION:
This pressure washer may be provided with a Ground Fault
Circuit Interrupter (GFCI) built into the plug or the power
supply cord. Test the GFCIl each time it is plugged into an
outlet according to instructions on the GFCI. DO NOT use the
pressure washer if the test fails! The GFCI provides additional
protection from the risk of electric shock.
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POWER CORD CONNECTION

Should replacement of the plug or cord become necessary,
use only identical replacement parts that include GFCI
protection.

6. We do not recommend the use of extension cords with
this product. If use of an extension cord is unavoidable
however, it must be plugged into a GFCI found in circuit
boxes or protected receptacles. Use only 3-wire extension
cords that have 3-prong grounding-type plugs and 3-pole
cord connectors that accept the plug from the product. Use
only extension cords that are intended for outdoor use. These
extension cords are identified by a marking “Acceptable for
use with outdoor appliances; store indoors while not in use.”

Use only extension cords that have an electrical rating not less
than the rating of the product. Do not use damaged extension
cords. Examine extension cord before using and replace if
damaged. Do not abuse extension cord and do not pull on
any cord to disconnect. Keep cord away from heat and sharp
edges. Always connect or disconnect the extension cord

from the receptacle before connecting or disconnecting the
product from the extension cord.

7. Ensure the area between the pressure washer cord and
outlet is kept dry.

8. Insert the male plug into a grounded AC outlet. DO NOT use
an adapter OR remove the grounding plug!

STARTING YOUR WASHER

How to Start Your Pressure Washer

To start your pressure washer for the first time, follow these
instructions step-by-step. This starting information also applies
if you have let the pressure washer sit idle for at least a day.

1. Plug GFCI into the electrical socket.

2. Connect high pressure hose into pump outlet. This is
typically done via a quick-connect coupler, but some are
connected by threading the hose into the outlet.

3. Thread the garden hose to the water inlet on the pressure
washer pump. The inlet is often below the outlet features a
water filter on the inside.

NOTICE

DO NOT run the pump without the water supply connected
and turned on.

« Damage to equipment resulting from failure to follow this

instruction will void warranty.

4. Attach wand extension to spray gun. Tighten by hand until
the connection is secure.

5. Attach the end of the high-pressure hose to the bottom of
the spray gun as shown in the diagram below. Please note that
some models use a quick-connect coupler while others use an
M22 fitting that must be threaded on.

6. Choose desired spray tip. Pull quick-connect collar, insert
the spray tip, and release collar. Tug on the spray tip after
installation to ensure it is securely in place. See Spray Tips on
Page 16 for more information.

7. Turn the water supply all the way on. This water source must
be capable of supplying water at a flow rate at least 1 GPM
greater than the rated flow of your pressure washer. It should
also be no less than 20 PSI at pressure washer end of garden
hose. DO NOT siphon standing water.

8. Pull the trigger of the spray gun for 30 seconds to draw
water in and release air bubbles.

9. While continuing to pull the trigger, press the “ON” button

to start the motor. Allow 15 seconds for pressure to build. You
are now ready to use your pressure washer!

How to Shut Your Pressure Washer Down
1. Press the “OFF” button

2. ALWAYS point spray gun in a safe direction, then squeeze
spray gun trigger to release any retained water pressure.

3. Turn the water supply all the way off.

4. Remove GFCI from the electrical socket. Ensure your hands
are dry when doing this.

IMPORTANT: The spray gun traps high water pressure, even

when motor is stopped and water is disconnected. Couplings
will not release if under pressure.

How to Use Spray Tips

The quick-connect on the nozzle extension allows you to
switch between four different quick-connect spray tips. Spray
tips can be changed while pressure washer is running once
spray gun trigger safety lock is engaged. The spray tips vary,
following the patterns shown above.

Follow these instructions to change spray tips:

1. Pull back collar on quick-connect and pull current spray tip
off. Store spray tips in holder provided on the washer or gun

(location varies by model). Storing nozzles in the designated
holder will help prevent debris from clogging the tip.

2. Select desired spray tip:
e For a gentle rinse, select white 40° spray tip.
¢ For high-pressure cleaning, select yellow 15° spray tip.
¢ To scour the surface, select the red O° spray tip.
* To apply detergent, select black spray tip.

3. Pull back on collar, insert new spray tip and release collar.
Tug on spray tip to ensure it is securely in place.

Usage Tips

¢ For the most effective cleaning, keep spray tip at least 8 to
24 inches away from cleaning surface.

¢ If the spray tip comes to close to the surface being cleaned,
it may become damaged. This is especially true if using the red
spray tip.
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USING BLACK SOAP NOZZLE

To apply detergent, follow these steps:

1. Review the use of spray tips on the previous page.

2. Prepare detergent solution as required by job. Instructions
can often be found on the detergent bottle.

3. Place small filter end of detergent siphoning tube into
detergent container.

NOTE: Make sure the filter end is fully submerged in detergent
while cleaning.

Please note that only the black spray tip will draw soap. The
Red, Yellow, and White spray tips will not draw soap at all.

4. Ensure the black spray tip is installed.

5. Ensure garden hose is connected to water inlet. Check that
the high pressure hose is connected to spray gun and pump.
Turn water on.

NOTICE

You must attach all hoses before you start the engine.

e Starting the engine without all the hoses connected and
without the water turned ON will damage the pump.

e Damage to equipment resulting from failure to follow this
instruction will void warranty.

6. Start the engine following the instructions in Starting Your
Washer.

7. Apply detergent to surface, using long, even, overlapping
strokes.

8. Allow detergent to “soak in” for 5 minutes before washing
and rinsing. Reapply as needed to prevent surface from drying.
DO NOT allow detergent to dry on as this can damage the
surface.

IMPORTANT: You must flush the detergent siphoning system
after each use by placing the filter into a bucket of clean
water and running the pressure washer at low pressure for 1-2
minutes.

A cAUTION
Chemicals can cause bodily injury and/or property damage.

« NEVER use caustic liquid with your pressure washer.
» Use ONLY pressure washer safe detergent/soaps. Follow all
manufacturers instructions

STORAGE

Winter Storage

NOTICE
You must protect your unit from freezing temperatures.

 Failure to do so will permanently damage your pump and
render your unit inoperable.
* Freeze damage is not covered under warranty.

To protect the unit from freezing temperatures:.

1. Use Pump Saver to treat pump. This minimizes freezing
damage and lubricates pistons and seals. Contact your local
dealer for Pump Saver Solution. To use Pump Saver, make
sure the pressure washer is turned off and disconnected from
supply water. Read and follow all instructions and warnings
given on the Pump Saver container.

2. If pump saver is not available, connect a 3 ft. section

of garden hose to water inlet adapter. Pour RV-antifreeze
(antifreeze without alcohol) into hose. Pull recoil handle twice.
Disconnect 3 ft. hose.

3. Store unit in a clean, dry area (heated area preferred).
Long Term Storage

If you do not plan to use the pressure washer for more than
30 days, you must prepare the motor and pump for long term
storage.

Storing the Motor

See the engine operator’s manual for instructions on how to
properly prepare the engine for storage.

Other Storage Tips
1. Cover unit with a suitable protective cover that does not
retain moisture.

A WARNING

Pump oil is low

1. Normal use consumes oil over
time
